Dreaming With God
M any times over the years, I’ve been exhorted to “dream bigger.”  It is something I’ve 

heard from others and, even more importantly, it’s something I’ve heard from the Lord 
Himself on many occasions.  Not only have I heard it for myself, it is something that the 
Lord has often whispered in my ear as I’m praying for someone else.  I have gotten the dis-
tinct impression that,  for the most part, the Lord is decidedly unimpressed by the size and 
scale of our dreams!

But what does it really mean to “dream bigger” from heaven’s perspective? I know that I 
used to think it meant something bigger and grander that I could see with my natural eyes.  
In ministry, I used to think it meant greater outward success or a more measurable impact.  
That’s what I thought until  I began to dream with God.      

He’s been working the ‘shift’ in my heart and in my thinking for a long time, but a I think 
a significant turning point occurred a couple of years ago when I had the opportunity to go 
to Thailand for the second time in under a year.  I didn’t want to go. The trip I had returned 
from not more than six months earlier had been hard— really hard—and I was none to anx-
ious to jump right back in.  Not only that but I had been given a very significant ministry 
opportunity right in my own backyard that was scheduled during the dates of the trip.  It 
was something that was right up my alley.  Something that fit right in with my “giftings.”  
In fact, it was the type of opportunity I had often prayed for  over the years and it would 
have been a very significant way to visibly touch lots of people. Yet every time I prayed, I 
couldn't deny the fact that the Lord was pulling my heart back toward Thailand.  I knew it 
was a key decision, but I don’t think I had any idea at the time just how key it was.  

Staying home and saying “yes” to the ministry opportunity in front of me would have 
been good—in fact, it would have looked a lot like my version of a “bigger” dream.  It 
would have meant taking part in a genuinely effective ministry.  And if I had said “yes” to 
it, I’m convinced God would have honored my choice and even blessed me.  But it would 
also have meant sacrificing the best for the sake of what was merely “good.”   

I now know that going to Thailand wasn’t just the best choice—it was a significant part of 
God’s “bigger” dream for my life.  It probably looked a lot smaller to the human eye.  We 
were a team of just three women going clear around the world to simply pray and love on a 
bunch of prostitutes and orphans.  No big sponsorship.  No big ministries involved. Cer-
tainly no “big names” attached to what we were doing. Frankly, not too many people paid 
much attention—but it caught heaven’s eye.  And I caught a glimpse of heaven’s dream.

So here I am two years down the road from that decision and having returned not too 
long ago from yet another trip to Thailand. A trip in which I’m convinced God did abso-
lutely miraculous things—but, for the most part, they are not things the natural eye can see 
(not yet anyway!).  It was a trip that wrecked my heart even further and sealed the convic-
tion that I will never be satisfied with anything less than the fulfillment of His highest 
dreams in my life and on the earth. 

That’s why I spend so much of my time in a little prayer room called The Well-–often 
gathered with a small band of faithful “pray-ers,” sometimes by myself. Of  course I’m 
never really there alone, because I’m not there speaking into the air—I’m there dreaming 
with God.  As Oswald Chambers says, “Prayer doesn’t prepare us for the greater work, 
prayer is the greater work.”  The purpose of that little prayer room—and many others large 
and small popping up all over the globe—is to listen  for  His heart and His  desire  and  then



speak forth the things we hear, proclaiming “the things that are not as though they are.” 
We’re there learning to pray from heaven to earth, and as we do,   I know  it won’t be long 
before our faith becomes sight and Jesus begins to receive His long awaited inheritance. 
     People often ask me what my  dream or vision is for WATW—and honestly I have trou-
ble answering that question  in a way that makes much sense, because really, the vision is 
simply and exclusively Jesus. I’ve tried in the past to pin it down and make it more specific, 
but I can’t.   I just want to follow Him and dream with Him and partner with Him until the 
dreams of His heart for this earth are fulfilled. I can’t always explain why He leads me 
where He leads me.  I can’t always explain what I think is next—sometimes I have an idea, 
sometimes I don’t.  I don’t have a 5 year plan , a 3 year plan, or even a 1 year plan—and 
heaven knows, I don’t have an “expansion” plan!  Maybe we will grow, maybe we won’t.  
Maybe the ministry will be around for the long haul, maybe the cloud will move.  He’ll let 
us know when we need to know.  It’s hard to be concerned with things like having a nice, 
successful little ministry when Jesus has given us the privilege of partnering with Him in 
healing nations.  He has given us the privilege of partnering with Him in literally bringing 
heaven to earth.  He has completely ruined me for the ordinary and I’ve discovered that He 
was absolutely right all along— my dreams have always been way too small.  
    Jesus has a dream.  He dreams of the day when His bride—Jew and Gentile, from every 
tribe, tongue and nation of the earth—will join the Holy Spirit and cry out with one voice  
for His return.   My dream is  to see His dream fulfilled … and that is a very big dream.

I am SO excited about all the ways God is moving on the earth right now.  Truly it is 

As 
for our part, in addition to the usual activities in the prayer room, there are a couple of 
other exciting possibilities in the near future.  

First, the Lord has made a way for me to go to The Call D.C . on August 16th .  For 
those of you who are not familiar with The Call it is a national  “solemn assembly” that 
will be held on the National Mall in Washington D.C.  It is 12 hours of corporate fasting 
and prayer and crying out to God on behalf of our nation.  Hundreds of thousands are 
expected from all over the nation.  Even if you can’t go, you can participate via the web-
stream or the broadcast on God TV. We are, obviously, at a critical junction in our 
country’s history and we need to position ourselves before the “throne of grace” now 
more than ever!

Secondly, I am thrilled at the possibility of returning to Israel  in September of this 
year ( Sept 19—Oct.5).  I am still waiting for God’s timing to eventually spend longer 
periods of time or even relocate to Israel, but for now, I am content to continue  the 
work of preparation.  This particular trip is a specific answer to prayer and will involve 
not only intercession but also very specific, and I believe strategic, opportunities for re-
lationship building with several Israeli Messianic congregations.   There is still the po-
tential to have one or two more people join us, so if you feel this is something God is 
leading you to participate in, let me know as soon as possible by emailing:

These are all wonderful things, but as you can imagine there is a significant financial 
cost involved.  Honestly, I am at a bit of a financial crossroads.  I believe I am where 
God wants me to be and doing what He wants me to be doing, so I remain confident that 
He will make a way, but I would be remiss if I did not make the need known.  I believe 
my new business will eventually be an effective means of support for me and hopefully, 
also a means of providing for additional ministry, but that will take some time—time I 
will not have without some short-term financial resources.  I am trusting the Lord to 
provide $10,000 over the next couple of months —which sounds like a huge amount, but 
I know it isn’t too big for God!  Of this amount, approximately $6,000 is for the upcom-
ing trip to Israel for both me and my pastor’s wife (who we are hoping to “sponsor” 
through the ministry) the remainder is a combination of the regular operational ex-
penses for the prayer room and to make up for a shortfall from our recent trip to Thai-
land and from some still outstanding start-up expenses.  Would you please prayerfully 
consider contributing any  amount that Jesus  may put on your heart? Any amount, 
large or small, is deeply appreciated—and, of course, as always, above all, I need your 
prayers.
